Joseph Sautner, 89, of Gettysburg, passed away
Saturday, September 17, 2011 at the Golden Living Center in
Pierre.  Joseph John Sautner was born September 9, 1922 in
Bowdle, SD to Joseph F. and Mary (Wentz) Sautner. The
family moved to Potter County when Joe was 6 years old. He
attended country school, walking there and back home every
day. At age 12 Joe began living with his grandparents, John and
Margaret Sautner.
